Each time we have hosted this event, we have raised over $1000 
for the school and also dropped off bags full of items purchased from the giving tree. One of the reasons 
this event is so successful is because it provides the chance for young adults in the area to help support 
schools, people who may not be able to attend the other "big ticket" fundraisers the schools have.”
